
2007 Keystone Colt Sale and Draft Horse Futurity 

The 4th annual Keystone Colt Sale and Draft Horse Futurity took place on September 21 & 22, 

2007, at the Crawford County Fairgrounds, Meadville, Pennsylvania.  There was a large turnout 

with Sale buyers from Florida, Ohio, Michigan, Wisconsin, New York, Virginia, Pennsylvania and 

Canada. 

The Inaugural Keystone Futurity featured eight two-year-olds returning from the 2005 Sale to 

compete for a top prize of $4,050.00. The two-year-olds competed in three classes:  line, cart 

and pattern. The winner accumulated the most points determined by a panel of three judges. 

2007 Keystone Sale colts are eligible to return to the 2009 Keystone Futurity, featuring a purse 

of over $10,000 to be paid out to the top ten placings.  The Keystone Two-Year-Old Futurity 

concept is that foals purchased at the sale are eligible to return as two-year-olds to compete in 

an event consisting of three divisions: line, hitch, cart and pattern classes, designed to 

demonstrate their quality, conformation and performance.   

As a bonus, some Keystone Sale colts are eligible for NAERIC Advantage® added money.
